Emphasizing 19th- and 20th-century art, the 
collection includes the works of Robert Scott Duncanson, Thomas Eakins, Andy Warhol, Cindy 
Sherman, and Franz Kline. Also included are European prints from the 15th-20th centuries, 
German Expressionist works, photography, and ceramics. The KIA features a schedule 
of changing exhibitions, an established Art School, the ARTworks/Interactive Gallery, an 
exceptional gallery shop, and a fine arts library.

The Saginaw Art Museum  resides in a Charles Adams Platt-designed Georgian Revival house 
not far from Old Town Saginaw. Built in 1904, it is the only Platt-designed building open to the 
public. Each year the Museum installs over a dozen exhibitions with a mission to provide Art for 
All by giving visitors a comprehensive view of various cultures, media and time periods as 
expressed through the arts. Annual special events include A Taste for Art Wine Tasting 
and Auction in the fall, a Garden Walk in summer, a statewide multi-media juried art show, and a 
Children’s Art Festival in June.
